− harvest, transport and store agricultural produce;  
− prepare agricultural produce and products for sale; 
− perform simple calculations and sell agricultural produce, products and services;  
− cooperate in a group and communicate with co-workers; 
− employ ICT for searching, processing and assessing data in his/her work; 
− act responsibly at workplace to provide for own one’s safety, health and safety at work and environment protection;

− produce, harvest, preserve and store fodder plants, 
− perform works in permanent crop installations, 
− grow and care of fruit plants, 
− grow and care of crops and vegetables, 
− rear domestic animals and prepare animals and animal products for processing and sale, 
− grow and care of a grapevine and process grapes, 
− care of horses and prepare them to serve different purposes,  
− provide services by employing agricultuural machinery, provide for maintenance and perform small repairs, 
− carry out basic recovery and tending works in the forest, 
− implement biomethanisation technology, 
− maintain biological and plant-based treatment plants and composting sites, 
− produce vegetable crops in a protected area, 
− maintain green spaces for recreation and sport, 

− perform technology procedures in facilities for the processing of alternative sources of energy and materials.   

 

In addition, the holder of the certificate also upgraded his/her key professional skills and competences with key general knowledge and skills in line with 
national standards.
